The right to use University Sports services

Students: All students who have the right to study towards a degree and are registered as attending with the University of Turku are entitled to use the services of University Sports. These groups include:
· Finnish and international basic degree students

· Finnish and international postgraduate students

· exchange students

· students who graduate in the middle of an academic year may use Sports services until the end of that academic year. E.g. if the student graduates on October 12, he or she may use Sports services until July 31. 

A valid student card serves as proof of a student’s study rights and status as attending. When needed, a transcript of the student’s registration status may be obtained from the Student and Admission Services office.
Non-degree students (excluding exchange students and students who have recently graduated) and students registered as non-attending may not use the services of University Sports. These groups include:

· JOO-students (students from other Finnish universities studying at the University of Turku under the JOO-agreement)

· students from Åbo Akademi University and Turku University of Applied Sciences who are completing JOO-studies or minor subject studies at the University of Turku
· all non-degree students (students who have graduated more than three years earlier, or students from other Finnish universities studying towards acquiring certain qualifications at the University of Turku, or visiting international students)
· degree students registered as non-attending for the semester in question or students registered as “passive” (The practice of registering a student passive is effective from August 1, 2010. This concerns both basic degree students and postgraduate students.)

· students supplementing their degrees, i.e. students who graduated in the previous semester (e.g. if the student graduates on October 12, he or she may use University Sports services until the end of the spring semester, July 31, provided that he or she has a valid student card)

Staff: Employees with a permanent contract (=contract made for the time being) or a fixed-term contract with the University of Turku, who work:

· 20 hours per week (full-time employees) 

· 14 hours per week (entitles the employee to occupational health care services)
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
