ILMOITTAUTUMINEN

toteutumiseen tarvitaan vahintdaan kahdeksan ilmoittautunutta, ellei kurssikuvauksessa muuta
todeta.  Kursseille, joilla on rajoitettu  osallistujamaarda, osallistujat  valitaan
ilmoittautumisjarjestyksessa. Muista tarvittaessa peruuttaa osallistumisesi ajoissa, jotta paikkaa
voidaan tarjota varasijalla oleville.

REGISTRATION

the course principally eight participants are required. Places in courses are usually available on a
first-come-first-served basis. Remember cancel your place in the course as soon as possible if
you’re not able to participate in the course, so we can offer the place for the next student on a
waiting list.

According to the
policy of the Faculty of Education, doctoral candidates need their supervisor's approval for
participating in courses. All courses should promote the progress of the dissertation study.

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS IN STATISTICAL DATA-ANALYSIS

KATOO0055

Spring 2021

Teachers: Senior researcher Eero Laakkonen

ECTS: 2

Objectives and learning outcomes: The course introduces some of the more recent methods and trends in
guantitative analysis, such as “new statistics”-movement, Bayesian statistics, bootstrap methods, modern
missing data methods, recent SEM applications, PLS as an alternative for SEM, Multilevel analyses, power
analyses, R-software. These newer approaches are among the methods increasingly being applied instead of,
or alongside, traditional statistical methods in publications and research literature. In their publication
guidelines, many scientific journals also guide and encourage researchers to use these methods. The course
is implemented in the form of a workshop, which includes the introduction of some of the above mentioned
methods with practical training. In the training, example datasets and suitable statistical software are used.
Contents: Lectures and workshops (8 h). During the course, students are expected to complete the
exercises provided by the teacher. Research report (optional for 3ECTS).

Participants: All doctoral candidates and personnel of the Faculty of Education interested in statistical
analysis and are planning to use quantitative methods in their research. Basic statistical skills are required.
Maximum of 12 participants: doctoral candidates or personnel of the Faculty of Education.

NB: Spring 2020, this course was cancelled due to Covid 19 situation. Thus, those registered for this course
last spring will be prioritised as participants of the course in January 2021.

Language: Finnish/English

Completion requirements and evaluation: Active participation and exercises. Research report (if 3ECTS,
Fail — Pass).

RESEARCH FUNDING BEFORE AND AFTER PHD

ECTS: 2
Objectives and learning outcomes:
The course aims to enhance skills how to look for research funding and how to write a good research
funding application, what are the relevant research funding instruments and funding agencies, and the
existing research support services. This course will give the participants an overview, practical training and
feedback on the grant writing process before and after PhD. The lectures, readings, workshops and written
assignments will clarify the skills needed for the grant writing, among other things give tips on how to
improve the abstract of the proposal and the impact and implementation parts of your proposal.
Furthermore, the material helps the participants to find the relevant funding bodies for one’s research
topic. The participants are also encouraged to do networking in one’s research field and build contacts.
On completion of the course, the participants will know:

e tools for identifying funding sources

e whatis a good research funding application

e funding agencies and relevant instruments at different stages of the research career, including the

ABC of international research funding

e current trends in research funding

e research support services
Course description:
The course starts with a lecture by visiting professor Fazal Rizvi about applying research funding (title to be
confirmed), continues with lecture by Research Funding Specialists Lauri Keskinen and/or Anu Raunio on
funding possibilities for PhD students and Post Docs in educational sciences. In his lecture, Senior
researcher Koen Veermans will shortly introduce some EU funding types and common elements in their
proposals (e.g. DoW, Work Packages, Deliverables, Milestones, Gant chart).
COURSE ASSIGNMENT: During the course the participants will elaborate a proposal that they have used or
will use to apply for funding (PhD or PostDoc). A pool of supervisors from doctoral programmes at the
Faculty will read the proposals and will give feedback on them on a general level in the workshop(s).
Readings for the course (to be completed later)
Contents: 3 hours lecture, 4 hours workshops, written assignments.
Participants: All doctoral candidates and recent PhD’s of the Faculty of Education. Minimum of 6
participants, maximum of a 16 participants for workshops, lectures are open for all.
Language: English
Completion requirements and evaluation: Active participation and completion of the course assignments
(Fail-Pass).

Course description:
- Rauno Huttunen: The Epistemological Foundation of Science
- Fazal Rizvi: Values and Scientific Knowledge
- Antti Saari: Bridging educational research and the practices of schooling: Insights from Science and
Technology Studies
- Johanna Kallo: What are the philosophical and epistemological premisses that underlie different
trends in comparative education?
Key words: Sociology of science, knowledge & expertise, Science as a topic of research, epistemology of
knowledge
Contents: 8 h lectures, after the lectures an essay of ca 10-20 pages (depending on the number of credits to
be acquired) on the basis of the lectures and the literature in the course description. Instructions for essay
writing will be sent to the participants.
Objectives and learning outcomes:
This course aims to initiate students to the epistemology and sociology of sciences and their social, historical,
and political conditions for the production and validation of scientific knowledge. It provides students with
knowledge and skills for a reflexive approach about research and social studies of sciences. After the course,
students will be able to understand:
- The epistemological and social production of sciences in different contexts
- The contribution of social sciences to the explanation of scientific facts and evidence
- The borders, crossings and translations between research and practice
- The plurality of scientific approaches, methodologies and epistemologies
- The distinction between “explaining” and “understanding” (explicative vs. comprehensive
approaches)
- The distinction between science and expertise and their role in policy-making
The course will explain the construction of the scientific methods and facts, the differences between
heterogeneous paradigms and theoretical frameworks, the recurrent success of positivism in social sciences,
the conception of the epistemological rupture vs. the strong programme, the relevance of causality,

induction, and experiment, some issues raised by new social studies of sciences. The course also illustrates
this theoretical presentation by some concrete cases and examples from the field of comparative education
and higher education.

Articles for the course: will be informed about by the course start.

Language: English

Completion requirements and evaluation: Active participation in the lectures, completion of an essay (Fail—
Pass).

Participants: All doctoral candidates and personnel of the Faculty of Education. Minimum of 6 and maximum
of 16 participants for the essay part of the course, the lectures are open for all.

B. OPPI Doctoral Programme

READING SEMINAR OF OPPI DOCTORAL PROGRAMME: OPPI READING CIRCLE ON

EDUCATIONAL RESEARCH

KATOO0057

Responsible teacher: Sara Routarinne

ECTS: 3

Objectives and learning outcomes: The participants gain understanding of different schools of thought and
innovative methods in educational research. The participants deepen their expertise in building
argumentation and critical discussion in a scientific manner. Based on the readings and discussions, the
students learn to evaluate scientific texts in the research field. The students develop their skills to position
their own research on the field of learning, teaching and learning environments research.

Contents: Reading literature and discussion in the reading circle meetings (about 5 x 1,5-2 h), essay

The reading circle is a form of student-led learning in which participants gather regularly to discuss the set
of readings which have been agreed together beforehand.

The participants choose 5-6 articles from the readings and agree the timetable for their meetings (one
article/chapter handled per meeting). Each participant makes an introduction of one article/chapter.
Everyone reads all the articles and participates in the discussion. The introducer of the meeting compiles
the minutes of the meeting.

The final task of the course is an essay (6 pages), in which the student develops their own research
argumentation based on at least two articles which were handled in the reading circle.

Completion requirements and evaluation: Independent reading of the agreed articles/chapters. Making an
introduction for one meeting and minutes after the meeting. Active participation in the reading circle
meetings and writing an essay (Fail-Pass).
