Objectives and learning outcomes: The course aims to support doctoral researchers in the KEVEKO, OPPI,
JUNO and Utuling doctoral programmes in writing the summary part of their article-based dissertations with
the help of peer support, lectures and workshops. The course is based on the working method developed by
Elsa Saarikkomdaki and Natalia Ollus in 2018, specifically designed to support the writing process of article-
based dissertation summaries. This method is based on peer support and collaborative learning, which have
been found to be effective and motivating ways to learn and write scientific texts.

The participants will receive support for writing the summary of their article-based dissertation,
develop their own writing skills, and learn to effectively utilise peer support. The course helps doctoral
researchers understand the different stages of the writing process, better manage their time, and build
trusted peer networks that support them at various stages of their research. By the end of the course,
participants will have a completed or nearly completed dissertation summary and will have received valuable
feedback and support from their peers.

Contents: The course consists of introductory meeting including and presentations by post-doc researchers
in the fields of humanities and education, 14 peer group meetings, lectures (2 x 2h) and a workshop (2h).

The lectures, presentations and workshop address the requirements for the summary part, writing
process management, time management and coping with uncertainty. The writing process is approached
both theoretically and practically, providing practical information on the writing process of the summary part.
Concrete examples and guidance lay the foundation for peer work.

In peer meetings conducted in small groups (3-4 people per group), participants will work on their
summary parts and provide feedback on other doctoral researchers' texts in an interactive and supportive
learning environment. The peer meetings, taking place every second week during the course, progress step-
by-step towards the completion of the article-based dissertation summary. Each meeting has its own theme
and concrete objectives.

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Participants: All doctoral researchers in the JUNO, KEVEKO, OPPI and Utuling doctoral programmes who are
working on an article-based dissertation and have ideally written at least two articles (they do not need to
be both published), in order to benefit fully from the course.

Language: The course lectures and workshops will be held in English. In the peer meetings, participants will
be grouped so that they can use either Finnish or English.

Completion requirements and evaluation: The course evaluation is based on participants' activity in peer
meetings, completion of writing assignments, and giving and receiving peer feedback. The responsible
teacher will award 5 credits (pass-fail) for successful completion of the course. At the end of the course,
feedback will be collected from participants on the usefulness of the course and possible suggestions for
improvement.

STRUCTURAL EQUATION MODELING 1

ECTS: 34

Objectives and learning outcomes: In this course, participants will get acquainted with what Structural
Equation Modeling (SEM) is, how it can be used as an analytic tool in research, and how data for Structural
Equation Modeling can be prepared, analysed, and reported. Some typical SEM-analyses will be covered, like
path modeling, confirmatory factor analysis, mediation and moderation analysis and group comparisons. The
doctoral researchers will perform SEM-analyses by working with exemplary or with the participants’ own
data sets. Softwares Mplus and SPSS will be used in the workshops.

Contents: Lectures (4 h) and workshops (12 h). During the course, students are expected to complete the
exercises provided by the teachers and write a research report.

Participants: All doctoral researchers interested in statistical analyses and/or collecting or planning to
collect data suitable for SEM analysis. Basic statistical skills are required. Maximum of 12 doctoral
researchers of the Faculty of Education and 8 doctoral researchers from other faculties or via Doctoral
courses in Finland.

Osaamistavoitteet: Kansallisesti toteutettava Etnografia-seminaari on suunnattu vaitoskirjatutkijoille ja
muille tutkijoille, jotka itse kadyttavat etnografisia menetelmia tutkimuksessaan tai joilla on jo aiempaa
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tietdmysta etnografian perusteista ja ovat kiinnostuneita etnografiseen metodologiaan liittyvista
ajankohtaisista tieteellisista keskusteluista. Seminaari kokoontuu lukupiirin tapaan ja siind paneudutaan
etnografisen tutkimuksen metodologiaan monipuolisesti. Tapaamisissa kasitelldan erilaisia etnografiaan
kiinnittyvia tutkimusideoita, tutkimusmenetelmia, kenttdtéiden mahdollisuuksia ja haasteita, aineiston
tuotantoa, tutkimuskirjoittamista seka tutkimuseettisia kysymyksia.

Sisadlté: Seminaari kokoontuu neljd kertaa lukukaudessa (3 x 2h ja 1 x 4h), syys- ja kevatlukukaudella.
Osallistujat ovat vuorollaan vastuussa tapaamiskertojen rungon, luettavan Kkirjallisuuden seka
tyoskentelytapojen suunnittelusta. Tapaamisissa kasitelldadan myds osallistujien omia teksteja. Seminaari
kokoontuu yleensa etdayhteyden vialitykselld, mutta myos livetapaamisia jarjestetaan.

Osallistujat: Seminaariin otetaan enintaan 18 vaitoskirjatutkijaa. Osallistumisessa etusijalla ovat KEVEKO- ja
OPPI-tohtoriohjelmien vaitoskirjatutkijat, joilla on jo aiempaa tietdmysta etnografian perusteista, ja jotka itse
kayttavat etnografisia menetelmia tutkimuksessaan tai ovat kiinnostuneita etnografiseen metodologiaan
liittyvista ajankohtaisista tieteellisista keskusteluista. Myos muiden Turun yliopiston tohtoriohjelmien ja
kansallisen tohtorikoulutustarjottimen kautta osallistuvat vaitoskirjatutkijat ovat tervetulleita seminaariin,
jos tilaa on.

Objectives and learning outcomes: Ethnography-seminar is aimed at doctoral researchers and other
researchers, who use ethnographic methods in their research or who possess basic level knowledge
about ethnographic research and are interested in topical questions of ethnographic methodology.

Objectives and learning outcomes: The course is intended as an introduction to three of the major
traditions that have been salient in the study of learning, development and teaching in the past decades:
cognitive, pragmatist and sociocultural perspectives. The specific focus will be on the implications for
research of these traditions, i.e. how research can be conducted. Thus, a prominent element in the course
will be to scrutinize how the methods used for collecting data, the analytical procedures and other aspects
of the research process are designed in these traditions.

On successful completion of the course the student will be able to:

Knowledge and understanding:

e Distinguish the basic elements of the theoretical traditions addressed in the course.

e Be familiar with the philosophical foundations of these traditions.

e Be familiar with the methodological fundamentals of research within these traditions. This
includes the ability to describe how research design, data analysis and findings are reported in
each of these traditions.

Competence and skills

e Write research reviews and summarize research findings within the three theoretical traditions.

Judgement and skills

e Relate the own research problems/interests to these theoretical traditions.

Contents: The course is organised around lectures, seminars and group assignments. These activities take
place online via video link, learning management system and during two physical meetings.

Participants: From the OPPI doctoral programme, maximum of 3-4 doctoral researchers are accepted to
course.

Language: English

Completion requirements and evaluation: Each participant will write a course paper analysing between
two to four original research studies (empirical) carried out within the theoretical perspective chosen. The
purpose of this essay is to critically scrutinize how a theoretical framework is converted into empirical
research, and what this implies for the findings of the research. Thus, the aim is to scrutinize how
conceptual frameworks are connected to empirical observation. The paper will be presented and defended
at the second physical meeting. Pass—Fail.

EPISTEMOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS OF SCIENCE

Objectives and learning outcomes:

This course aims to familiarize students with the epistemology and sociology of sciences and their social,
historical, and political conditions for the production and validation of scientific knowledge. It provides
students with knowledge and skills for a reflexive approach about research and social studies of sciences.
The themes of the course are:

— The epistemological and social production of sciences in different contexts

— The contribution of social sciences to the explanation of scientific facts and evidence

— The borders, crossings and translations between research and practice

— The plurality of scientific approaches, methodologies and epistemologies

— The distinction between “explaining” and “understanding” (explicative vs. comprehensive approaches)
— The distinction between science and expertise and their role in policy-making

The course provides perspectives to the construction of the scientific methods and facts, the differences
between heterogeneous paradigms and theoretical frameworks, the recurrent success of positivism in social
sciences, the conception of the epistemological rupture vs. the strong programme, the relevance of causality,
induction, and experiment, some issues raised by new social studies of sciences. The course also illustrates
this theoretical presentation by some concrete cases and examples from the field of comparative education
and higher education.

Course description: The course consists of 3-4 lectures. The topics of the lectures are as follows:
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— Rauno Huttunen: The Epistemological Foundations of Educational Research
— Johanna Kallo: What are the scientific philosophical and epistemological premisses that underlie different
trends in comparative education?

— Other lecture(s) to be confirmed

Contents: 6-8 h lectures and an essay based on the lectures and the literature. All the lectures will be
recorded and they will also be available in Moodle, the course key is sent to registered participants of the
course.

The course aims to enhance skills how to look for research funding and how to write a good research funding
application, what are the relevant research funding instruments and funding agencies, and the existing
research support services. This course will give the participants an overview, practical training and feedback
on the grant writing process before and after PhD. The lectures, readings, workshops and written
assignments will clarify the skills needed for the grant writing; among other things give tips on how to
improve the abstract of the proposal and the impact and implementation parts of your proposal.
Furthermore, the material helps the participants to find the relevant funding bodies for one’s research topic.
The participants are also encouraged to do networking in one’s research field and build contacts.
On completion of the course, the participants will know:

e tools for identifying funding sources
