ÅSix free economic zones have been established in the Republic of Belarus. 

ÅAt present over 280 resident companies operate in the free economic zones. They employ more than 61,000 people. The 
investments come from over 30 countries across the globe. 

ÅThe main activity of FEZ residing companies is manufacturing of industrial products (nearly 90 % of the total number of 
enterprises).  

ÅResident companies are registered by a FEZ administration provided they pledge to invest at least $ 1 million in an investment 
project.  

ÅThe number of documents required to get registered as a resident company has been reduced.
