What? The Circular Economy, Nature and Cities in Collaboration study module explores food circular
economy and circular economy—based business models through practical examples. The course also
examines biodiversity, sustainable urban development, and business collaboration related to these

themes.

The module consists of a webinar and a three-day study trip. During the study trip, students will keep a
learning diary, work in small groups, and present their final project to the course organizers. Students

from Japan will also participate in the course.
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The course is free of charge and includes lunches, transportation, and afternoon refreshments.

Completion of the course awards 2 ECTS credits that Turku School of Economics students can register
as their elective (vapaasti valittavat) studies with pass/fail grade.
Passing the course requires participation in the activities and submission of a 1000 words reflective es-

say.

For whom? The study module is designed for university and vocational school students who are inter-

Course contents

The Circular Economy, Nature and Cities in Collaboration study module focuses on food circular econ-
omy, biodiversity, sustainable urban development, and business collaboration in these fields. The module
consists of a webinar and a three-day study trip organized by city of Turku. During the study trip, stu-
dents will keep a learning diary, work in small groups, and present their final project to the course organ-
izers. In addition, the study trip includes visits to companies and sites related to its themes. After the
course, students will submit a reflective essay to TSE responsible teacher. The mandatory parts of the
course are free of charge and include lunches, transportation, and afternoon refreshments.

Learning objectives:

After completing the course student:

- can explain how food circular economy, biodiversity, sustainable urban development, and busi-
ness collaboration are interconnected.

- understands the impacts of food production and circular solutions on biodiversity.

- can think innovatively and in a solution-oriented way.

- has developed critical thinking and strengthened connections to working life through real-life busi-
ness examples.

- has developed project and group work skills

- can work in international and multidisciplinary teams with diverse backgrounds.

- can construct a concise and informative presentation.

Learning methods and course requirements:
The course is based on small group work, where each member has a specific responsibility related to
one of the four themes of the study trip. Each group member must independently gather insights during

the study trip in order for the group to successfully complete the final assignment.

The work happens mainly on-site by participating in the study trip programs. In addition, attendance at
the webinar is mandatory for all participants, and it will be held via Teams one week before the study trip.
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Mandatory assignments include:

1) Participation in Teams webinar on 17.9.

2) Participation in study trip activities (see a separate info) and a learning diary during the study trip.

3) Submission of 1000 words reflective essay including at least one academic source on the course
to UTU responsible teacher by 12.10.2025.

Passing and grading

TSE students can register the course as elective studies (vapaasti valittavat opinnot).
Grading: pass/fail

A passing grade requires participation in all mandatory program parts, completing the learning diary, con-
tributing to the group work during the workshop, taking part in presenting the final assignment to the or-
ganizers and submitting the reflective essay to the TSE responsible teacher.

All the assignments must be submitted by the deadline. If you do not meet the deadline or fail to submit
the required assignments, you cannot receive a passing grade for the course. All assignments must be
returned by the end of the course, unless otherwise agreed with the teacher before the end of the imple-
mentation. If you want to ask about this, contact the main responsible teacher before the end of the
course.

Timing

Registration open 28.8. to 12.9.

The course starts in week 38, when a webinar will be held. The study trip dates are Wednesday to Fri-
day, September 24-26. The course teacher decides on the possible final essay submission date.

The study trip dates start at around 8 am and end at around 4:30-6:30 pm. In addition, there is a volun-
tary and self-funded evening program on Wednesday and Thursday.
